WAGS SPAY IT FORWARD PROGRAM

Success is measured by the number of owners contacting us asking for help with spay/neutering. So, based on that, | would
say that Wags’ Spay it Forward Program had a VERY successful 2024.

By December 31, 2024 Wags had provided 804 Vouchers for free Spay or Neuters to Low income residents, disabled and/or
active military of Yakima County, who qualified thru our Spay it Forward Program. These Vouchers included the Rabies
shot and a Micro-Chip. There were additional Wags animals, that were adoptable, that also were Spayed or Neutered but
our rescue animals are outside of the Spay it Forward Program. so do not count.

Because of incredibly generous support from folks like you we were able to pay for the Spay of 231 Cat Spays and 156 Cat
Neuters as well as 234 Dog Spays and 163 Dog Neuters.

Since it is impossible to account for the incredible number of kittens and puppies that the “Busy Boys” would be responsible
for we can only tell you that, in 3 years, each one of the 231 female cats and her offspring could have had 13,824 more
kittens and each one of the 234 female dogs and her offspring could have had 9,261 more puppies.

As for the “Busy Boys”? They are now “Lazy Boys”!!!
